The Source for Educational 
Empowerment and Commu-
nity Development  and Cen-
tral New Mexico Community 
Collegeõs Native American 
Student Club began partner-
ing on April29th, 2010 and 
had our first screening of 
òCRUDE: The Real Price of 
Oiló. The landmark case takes 
place in the Amazon jungle of 
Ecuador, pitting 30,000 in-
digenous and colonial rainfor-
est dwellers against the U.S. 
oil giant Chevron. The plain-

tiffs claim that Texaco ð 
which merged with Chevron 
in 2001 ð spent three decades 
systematically contaminating 
one of the most bio-diverse 
regions on Earth, poisoning 
the water, air and land. The 
plaintiffs allege that the pollu-
tion has created a òdeath 
zoneó in an area the size of the 
Rhode Island, resulting in 
increased rates of cancer, 
leukemia, birth defects, and a 
multiplicity of other health 
ailments. They further allege 

that the oil operations in the 
region contributed to the 
destruction of indigenous 
peoples and irrevocably im-
pacted their traditional way of 
life. Chevron vociferously 
fights the claims, charging 
that the case is a complete 
fabrication, perpetrated by 
òenvironmental con menó 
who are seeking to line their 
pockets with the companyõs 

billions.

I have been asked to 

write a little something 

about what I am up to 

after stepping down 

from being president of 

SEED for the past dec-

ade and a half.

 Leon always told me 

that SEED would be 

around for a long long 

time. He just didn’t tell 

me I would be. Well, 

actually, I am still on the 

board of SEED, and 

writing a book based on 

my experiences, particu-

larly with the Language 

of Spirit dialogue. The 

book is called “Original 

Thinking: A Dialogue on
